In the spring of 2006, Mr. Johnston organized a so-called "group buy" via personal contacts on internet-based discussion forums, including 924board.org, forums.rennlist.com, and forums.pelicanparts.com. The group buy was for a sets of custom pistons for Porsche 924 2.0L motors and Porsche 944 2.5L motors. Mr. Johnston ordered the pistons from Diamond Racing, and collected money from the participants in the group buy. The retail price for each set of pistons was approximately $750. 

Mr. Johnston arrived at Diamond Racing's facility in Clinton Township MI some time after 05 June 2006 (the date the order was completed). He presented a check for approximately $3,500 drawn from a bank account bearing his wife's name (Rhonda Johnston, 5111 Elizabeth Lake Road, Waterford MI), which was a closed account. The check bounced, and Mr. Johnston has failed to reply to multiple attempts on behalf of the complainant to contact him and pay for the order. 

The information contained in this complaint regarding the payment of funds into Mr. Johnston's PayPal account can be corroborated by at least two participants in the group buy, Mr. Daniel G. Beckett, Jr. of Plymouth MI and Mr. Tom Cooper of Omaha NE (the other participants are unknown).
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
